	Attendance, Donna, Mark, Dave, Laura, Monty, Brad
1. April minutes- motion to approve by Mark, second by Donna, approved unanimously.

2. Continuing Business
a. Signage- concern from joint meeting regarding 24 hours change of “flashing signs”. Mark suggested that the 24 hours limit is too long, but is amenable to maintaining regulations as currently drafted.   There was unanimous agreement with 24 hours change and the text amendment could be recommended at the June meeting.
b. Animals- Change text to “agricultural animals”, keep residential only, Brad to send changes electronically.   After discussion, it was decided to add fence heights of 4 feet high fence for clipped wing chickens, 6 feet for all other fowl/animals, amendment to be recommended at June meeting.
c. Quail Run- Awaiting MDE permits, then considered for PC approval at June/July PC meeting.

3. New Business- Public Utility definition: Clarify essential services, clarify Governmental/non-governmental utilities, also solar arrays, cell phone towers during text amendment update.

4. M&C Update- 
a. Saber Ridge final PWA still awaiting signatures.
b. M&C introduced tree maintenance ordinance, 
c. Also introduced site master plan text amendment as recommended by PC. 
d. Town will try to piggy-back with Quail Run for MDE permit for sewer trunk line repairs, 
e. Budget almost complete and to be considered for approval by M&C in June.

5. PZ Administrator Update-
a. May 29, 2013 solar installers will be available to discuss Solarize program. 
b. Resident on Brethren Church Rd would like to annex into the Town, however he would have to pay for and lay pipe to water/ sewer connections. 
c. Source water plan up for approval by M&C, and will discuss recommendations at June PC meeting.   
d. Donna will seek reappointment, but plans to step down from the PC in October, to coincide with her term on the Maryland Planning Commissioners Association expiring.   Laura has decided not to seek reappointment to the PC, but will instead seek appointment to the Board of Appeals and continue to serve on the Public Relations Committee.  Chair Sexton and the remainder of the PC expressed appreciation for Laura’s efforts and service as Vice Chair and were pleased to hear that she would continue to volunteer her talents to the community.
