Site Visit and Regular Meeting Minutes

Dominion Transmission, Inc. Site Visit – The Planning Commission met at 6:30 p.m. and conducted a site visit to the proposed Dominion Transmission, Inc. development, known as the Battiata property.  Members in attendance were Donna Squires, Mark Etheridge, Chairman Dave Sexton, Vice Chair Lauri Sweeny, Monty Bussard, Brad Dyjak, also Ted Cady, Michelle Sweet, Mark Viani, DTI attorney and Tom Rozynek, realtor.  The realtor used his vehicle to take 3 PC members, 1 town citizen in 2 trips around the proposed site where the proposed building will set, questions were asked and answered.
The PC reconvened at Town Hall and the regular meeting was called to order at 7:10 pm.  Members in attendance for both the site visit and meeting were Monty Bussard, Mark Etheridge, Dave Sexton, Donna Squires, Laura Sweeny, and Brad Dyjak.  
Officers Election – Nominations for PC Chair: Dave Sexton was nominated for Chair by Lauri, seconded by Donna and accepted unanimously, Lauri Sweeny was nominated for Vice Chair by Monty, seconded by Donna and accepted unanimously.  Pursuant to the PC Bylaws and Town Code, the terms become effective July 1st through June 30, 2013.
Minutes – Minutes for May 1, 2012 PC meeting accepted, motion by Mark, seconded Monty, Minutes for the May 29, 2012 DTI Chambersburg visit motion by Mark, seconded by Donna.
Action Item - Sunoco Site Plan Modifications – Applicant was represented by Larry Cramer and Jeff Bauer whom proposed to convert garage site to retail shop and go to 24 hours service.  Mark questioned impervious spot at north side of property as well as swm, Donna questioned hours of operation, Lauri questioned parking, Dave questioned the nature of the perimeter lighting. 

Sunoco representatives, Jeff Bauer, Larry Cramer responded that the perimeter and canopy lighting will be LED.  There would be no change to pumps and tanks, trash enclosure double in size and Sunoco would remove refuse from rear of building, clean out current stormwater drain.  Sunoco would also replace current sign, however the goalpost sign needs to request a variance from Town BOA.  

Neighbors to north of property Mr. and Mrs. Wisner present and voiced no issues with proposed changes, however did enlighten the PC on the blacktop, was installed with extra blacktop from Exxon rebuilding so Mrs. Wisner’s Father had a place to park off street along northern portion of Sunoco property.  However that spot has been there since 1942 and was also used for farm fields access. Mark suggested a formal agreement between the 2 property owners regarding the entrance and a copy to be on file with the Town planner. 
Mark made motion to approve site plan modifications as presented and the operation of a 24 hour gas station and convenience store, seconded by Donna with the following conditions:
1. No additional buffer, landscaping or screening required in accordance with Sections 165-61.B, 165-98.D and 165-98.G of the Town of Myersville Code. 
2. Sunoco shall execute an easement agreement with Mr. Charles & Mrs. Nancy Wisner, property owners at 4 and 6 Main Street that records the informal agreement for Sunoco granting permission for driveway to encroach on its property and into the Open Space Buffer Area required per Section 165-98.G of the Town of Myersville Code.

a. Must identify the extent of right-of-way for driveway to adjacent property.

b. Once easement is executed and recorded with the Frederick County Clerk of the Court (Land Records in County Courthouse), please provide 2 copies to the Town.

c. Must also indicate nature of the easement in the General Notes of the plan upon resubmission.  

3. Delineate and mark the existing “Required Open Space Buffer Area” on the north side of the property on plans.  This area must remain unobstructed and may not be encroached upon without future approval by the Planning Commission. 

4. Identify existing stormwater management facilities on the plans.

Continuing Business - Backyard Chicken Text Amendment – Brad still researching, MD Dept of Ag. Did not wish to get involved as a speaker, Brad stated that Frederick County requires 3 acres, hopefully will have ready for MC in late summer.
New Business - Public hearing dates for DTI – Hearing will be held in the adjoining fire company hall at 7:00 and will end no later than 10:30 pm, chair to call meeting to order, speaker signup sheet to be out by 6:00, speakers can continue to sign up till end of first PH if not heard will have chance at next PH on 06.25, chair will swear in speakers, Brad to give staff report, questions from PC, then open to applicant, then open to public comment.
Mayor & Council Briefing – DTI discussion, Bond for refinancing, Kristin/Brad working on Saber Ridge water issues with small progress, MDE to review application for well capacity only.
Planner & Zoning Administrator Briefing – No admin action, no OST meeting, however student liaison is moving from area.  Closer to Saber Ridge PWA execution in late summer/fall.
Commissioner Comments – Donna questioned about DTI document submission, 
Citizen Comments – Mr. Cady questioned the real start time of the PH, Brad figured approx. 7:30pm
Meeting adjourned at 8:52 p.m. Motion by Donna, seconded by Lauri.
