Commission Business:

1. June 2014 minutes approved: Motion by Mark, 2nd by Carolyn. Approved by vote 4-0.

Action Items:

1. Planning Commission signed approved Quail Run Water Treatment Plant (WTP) Improvement Plans.
2. Planning Commission signed approved Saber Ridge Raw Water Line (RWL) Improvement Plans.
3. Planning Commission welcomed newest member, Carolyn Burelbach.

Continuing Business:

1. Open Space & Trails
a. Planning Commission discussed ways to connect Town and subdivisions with a single trail.
b. Planning Commission agreed to devise a statement of purpose prior to resuming any further discussions about the trails.
2. Planning Commission Bylaws
a. Articles 66B, 23A, and 23 shall be removed from the Bylaws per direction from the State.
b. Planning Commission initiated changes to the Planning Commission Bylaws: Motion by Monty, 2nd by Carolyn. Motion to move forward with modifications approved by vote 4-0.
3. Planning Commission Training
a. Required by State Law.
b. Michelle is the only Planning Commissioner who requires the training.
c. Training is offered to individuals online free of charge by the State.

New Business:

1. 2731 Flintridge Drive Home Occupation Use (HOU) Permit Application
a. Motion to approve the HOU Permit Application as a “no impact” by Mark, 2nd by Monty. Approved by vote 4-0.
2. 10409 Easterday Road Home Occupation Use (HOU) Permit Application
a. Saber Ridge proposed to build a Model Home Sales Office on Lot 2 of Saber Ridge.
b. Developer proposes on-site signage and parking with an employee and regular sales office hours.
c. Home sales office not permitted in residential zoning district except by Special Exception from Board of Zoning Appeals unless there is “no impact” per Town Code.
d. Motion to deny the HOU Permit Application as a “no impact” by Monty, 2nd by Mark. Denied by vote 4-0.
e. The Planning Commission will recommend approval to the Board of Zoning Appeals.
3. DTI Temporary Storage Permit Applications (6)
a. Motion to approve by Mark, 2nd by Carolyn. Approved by vote 4-0.
b. County and Town staff have already processed permit applications.

4. Saber Ridge Proposed Easement Agreements
a. Utility easements were introduced to Planning Commission.
b. The easements will need to be approved by the Mayor & Council.

5. Baptist Church and Rutledge Annexation Resolutions
a. The resolutions were introduced to the Planning Commission.
b. The resolutions will need to be approved by the Mayor & Council

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) reduced the amount allocated to the Town to relocate the existing damaged sewer line from $700,000.00 to $150,000.00.
2. Liaison is seeking compensation for the Planning Commission.
3. Willard Property issue is not resolved.
4. The Town Council has two new members.


Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Dominion Transmission, Inc. (DTI)
a. The Maryland Department of Environment (MDE) Permit for Construction has been issued.
b. The Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) has given notice to proceed with construction.
c. The site work and grading phase for the project has begun.

2. Saber Ridge Subdivision
a. The Developer has applied for a Home Occupation Use Permit.
i. In 2007, the Planning & Zoning Administrator issued a Change in Use Permit.
ii. Under current regulations, Change in Use Permits applies only to commercially zoned property.

3. Sewer Trunk Line Relocation
a. The MDE Floodplain Disturbance permit still does not cite the appropriate area of disturbance.
i. Fox & Associates will work with MDE to correct the discrepancy
b. The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has reduced the amount of funding to the Town to relocate the sewer line from $500,000.00 to $150,000.00.
i. The Town must relocate the sewer line to avert a catastrophic line break.

4. Willard Property 
a. The Town Attorney has prepared an official opinion regarding the Willard Property agreement for the Mayor & Council to consider.

5. Myersville Solar Farm
a. The Town Planning Office is working with RER to develop a concept plan for the solar project.
i. The project will be located at the Doub’s Gift Property on Maryland Route 17.
ii. The Planning Office has contacted the State Highway Administration (SHA) to discuss the optimal access location for the site.
iii. The SHA is currently reviewing the site concept plan devised by RER. 

6. Administrative Items
a. Town Board of Zoning Appeals members are to be appointed by the Mayor & Council on July 8, 2014.
b. Town Planning Office submitted Annual Report to Maryland Department of Planning (MDP).
c. Town Planning Office has ordered survey of area in U.S. Route 40 to be de-annexed as well as area in Doub’s Meadow Park to possibly be annexed.
d. Town to purchase Trolley Park from Fire Company using State Park and Open Space (POS) funds.
