Continuing Business:

1. Open Space & Trails
a. Planning Commission discussed changes to purpose statement to be made for approval at September meeting.

2. Baptist Church/Rutledge Proposed Annexations
a. Motion to approve annexation plan for both annexation resolutions by Mark, 2nd by Monty. Motion approved by vote 5-0.

3. Planning Commission Bylaws
a. Motion to approve amendments to Planning Commission Bylaws by Monty, 2nd by Michelle. Motion approved by vote 5-0.


New Business:

1. 2870 Milt Summers Road – Temporary Storage Container Applications (8)
a. Motion to approve eight (8) more temporary storage containers for DTI by Monty, 2nd by Michelle. Motion approved by vote 5-0.

2. Church Hill Estates Proposed Annexation
a. Town to propose annexation of Church Hill estates properties along Canada Hill Road.
b. Town to propose sewer connection to property owners of proposed annexation area.
c. Town to discuss possibility of waiving sewer tap fees if a majority of homeowners wish to hook up to sewer system.

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. The Main Street Improvement Project is ahead of schedule and beginning Phase 3.


Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:


1. Dominion Transmission, Inc. (DTI)
a. The Developer has begun the process of boring under the Town’s water and sewer lines with gas lines.
b. The Town Attorney is currently reviewing the feasibility of ordinances passed by other jurisdictions at they would apply to DTI in this matter. 
2. Saber Ridge Subdivision
a. The Developer has submitted two (2) utility easement agreements for consideration by the Town.
i. The utility easement between Saber Ridge, LLC and the Town within the subdivision has been approved.
ii. The utility easement between Five Forks, LLC and ERB, Inc. and the Town has not yet been approved.
1. This easement indicates an overlap of 1,750 SF between the County forest conservation easement.
2. The overlap area is within a floodplain.
3. The overlap area has been permitted by Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE).
4. The County has stated that they are not concerned with the overlap area.
5. A two inch water line will be bored through the area per the MDE permit.

3. Sewer Trunk Line Relocation
a. The Town requires the signatures of the three property owners.
i. The Town Planning Office has been unable to reach the property owners.

4. Trolley Park
a. The Town Attorney is drafting an agreement to allow the property to be transferred to the Fire Company and sold in return back to the Town.
b. The Town has secured State funding for the development and acquisition of the park.

5. Administrative Items
a. Town will hold a hearing at the regular meeting of the Mayor & Council on September 9, 2014 for annexation resolutions 2014-03 and 2014-04.
