


September Planning Commission Meeting Minutes - September 4, 2012  7:00 p.m.
Attendance- Donna, Mark, Dave, Lauri, Monty, Brad
1. Minutes – Approve June 5 regular PC meeting minutes with edits on a PC member’s name on motion by Donna, seconded by Mark.  PC approved May DTI site visit minutes, and June public hearing electronically.  There were no July or August meetings and minutes from August workshop were not available for approval.
    
2. Signage Text Amendment – Discussed options on how to address inconsistencies and existing non-conformities at highway services. Sign height measured by “mean sea level 682ft”, Donna asked about being reeled back into compliance, maybe grandfather in McD’s, BK, Sunoco, Exxon, Mark OK with current sign.  Brad indicated he would send code to Clapp with aim to review ordinance draft for October workshop. 

3. PC Priorities List – In an update to workshop, the PC discussed development review, Quail Run improvement plans, Saber Ridge, Meadowridge Knolls. Text amendments for signs, chickens, update on soil/sediment, comp goals, revisit “Village Center” zoning and improve and modernize for Comprehensive Plan consistency.  

4. Plan MD – Brad provided an overview of the MDP Planning Areas Designation process and the implementation items that MDP is currently undertaking with state agencies. 

5. Continued PC training – PC Roles, duties as listed in town code an MD article 66B.

6. M&C Briefing – Continued with negotiation on Quail Run public works agreement that would include a set aside of taps for future developments vis-à-vis the expanded water treatment plant. DTI decision from FERC; Oct/Nov, Main Street improvement bonds, water/sewer modifications for bill collection, discussed speed humps for Harp Place then will decide if other locations in Town could benefit; Mark also showed MC I-Pads.

7. Planner Briefing – Sunoco site plans, moving forward to permit issuance looking to start remodeling mid-Sept., closed down 6-8 weeks; Quail Run- staff met with developer discuss PWA, tap credits, agreed that developer give revised WTP cost to support tap credits; Saber Ridge- met and discussed valid length of tap agreements, Clapp issued his interpretation and revised timetable For MC discussion, Meadoeridge Knolls- to supply concept plan with either 17 or 21 buildable sites.

8. PC-M&C joint workshop – Decided to have meeting, listed available dates to send to M&C., Mark discussed “Brown Act” concerning sending electronic messages during, also questioned about the issue of storing pet birds outside at 310 Main Street.  Monty suggested that Brad contact Brunswick staff to discuss café seating and village center zoning issues if Town considers revising existing code.
