1. Minutes from August workshop approved, motion by Mark, second by Monty
Minutes from September PC meeting approved, motion by Donna, second by Laura.

Continuing Business
2. Signage Text Amendment – Invitation sent out to all concerned business, Mr. Scot Bowen was in attendance and agreed with the progress on the text amendment. He recommended draft regulations for signs along Main Street be kept separate from highway services district.  Draft copy of ordinance to follow.
3. Chicken Text Amendment – Looking at Middletown’s code and use it as a template for definitions.  Brad discussing issue with MHS FAA teacher regarding attending a PC meeting for questions/answers.  Also considering addressing issues within a nuisance law as opposed to amending Animal section of the code.
4. Plan Maryland – Brad’s recommendation is to hold off on Planning designations until after first wave of applications are reviewed.

New Business
5. Comprehensive Plan Implementation Status – Midway through the 6 year anniversary of adoption. Update recommendations- zoning, smart growth, development in flood plain, ESD ground recharge, historic landmarks, watershed protection and transportation.
6. PC Continuing Training – Reviewed Maryland Open Meetings Act, Brown Act, and what constitutes a meeting. 

7. M&C Update – 
a. Joint MC/PC meeting scheduled for October 16th, 
b. speed humps for Harp Place have arrived, 
c. Saber Ridge, Attorneys/owners are at a disagreement, 
d. water/sewer new billing started, staff received a new copier, and 
e. MC is now using I-Pads.

8. PZ Administrator Update – 
a. No Administrative Action Announcements. 
b. Open Space & Trails Committee – meeting canceled, though members are working on master plan draft for January.  
c. Saber Ridge – moving forward, Developer to ask MDE for permit extension. 
d. State Septic Bill – mapping for residents outside of town limits to use WWTP.

9. Commissioner Comments – 
a. Determined there would be no November or December workshops and moved January PC meeting to January 15th due to conflict with New Year’s Day.
b. Parking at 17 Poplar St. discussed, and Deputy Harris will be following-up on issue. 
c. Day care at 14 Poplar street, banner has been removed, but small sign remains and operator has been asked to apply for permit or go to the BOA.
