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     A message from the            
 Mayor & Council 

             
 In spite of a late start it is good to 
see spring has arrived. In the short weeks 
ahead our parks will begin the fill with ac-
tive citizens and the Town has been dili-
gently preparing these spaces for the com-
munity. While folks are out enjoying the 
good weather, the Mayor and Council will 
be busy managing new projects and adopt-
ing our FY14 budget, and we encourage 
everyone with an idea or interest in either 
to stop in at a meeting and share. 
 Some good things of note on the 
project side. Main Street reconstruction in 
currently in design and on track for con-
struction in spring 2014. Major I&I work 
continues to correct our aging utility infra-
structure. And, all major park related pro-
jects began nearly a decade ago for Doub’s 
Meadow Park are now completed. 
 Of most importance is that the 
Town’s fiscal house is in good order. Com-
ing through the recession, both the general 
and enterprise funds are operating in the 
black. Some State funds are beginning to 
return and the property tax differential rate 
is expected to be cut another half cent this 
year. Capital projects programs for both 
general and enterprise funds have been 
mapped out with a sound funding model for 
the next six years  .  
 One area of continual improve-
ment is utilization of the Town website to 
make it truly a 24 hour Town Hall. There 
you will find a copy of the proposed FY14 
budget scheduled for public hearing May 
14, and information on the progress of the 
Main Street project. More active items in-
clude updates on Dominion, a resident sur-
vey and County news alerts. Check out the 
website today and be a part of the good 
things happening in our great community.

Planning & Zoning 

 
Planning Commission Applicants - The 
Town is seeking residents interested in 
serving on the Myersville Planning Com-
mission (PC).  Interested residents should 
submit a brief letter of interest and resume 
to Town Planner Brad Dyjak at bdy-
jak@myersville.org by April 26th. 
 
Residential Livestock Ordinance – On 
May 7th, the PC will hold a public hearing 
on an ordinance to allow the limited keep-
ing of hens, and certain domestic livestock 
on residential properties.  
 
Developments Updates 
Dominion Station (DTI) – On January 22nd, 
the Town submitted a request to the Federal 
Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) 
for a reconsideration of its December 20, 
2012 decision.  The FERC responded in a 
February 11th order delaying action on the 
rehearing request.  Also, DTI filed separate 
suits against the Town and against the 
Maryland Department of the Environment 
based upon claims of federal preemption.  
The Town awaits a court hearing date in its 
case before the Federal District Court for 
Baltimore.   
  
Saber Ridge – The Town has agreed in 
principle to a public works agreement with 
the developer to supply adequate water to 
serve the development.  
 
Quail Run – The developer has submitted 
grading and stormwater management plans 
for Town and agency review and is seeking 
state approval for a waterways and wet-
lands permit.  
 
Zoning Certificate Process– All construc-
tion within the Town must obtain a zoning 
certificate. For convenience, the planning 
office is open until 7PM the 1st & 2nd 
Tuesday each month. You may obtain a 
zoning certificate from the Town website.   
 After applying for a zoning certifi-
cate, you must apply for a building permit  
with Frederick County. For County permit 
details call 301-600-2313 or check their 
website at www.frederickcountymd.gov. 

  
Facilities and Utilities 

 
Water & Sewer Rates– as part of the 
FY14 budget deliberations, the Town is 
proposing a 5% rate increase to the water/
sewer rates across the customer base. This 
will generate and estimated $30,000 in 
revenue with an average quarterly increase 
cost of $9.00 per residential account. 
      
Water System–  fire hydrant flushing and 
cleaning of the Water Treatment Plant res-
ervoir will occur the third week of April.  
 Residents should locate and  keep 
meters and water connection vaults easily 
visible and accessible. This saves time, 
expense and damage for routine mainte-
nance and emergency access. Staff will 
continue to identify and correct curbstops 
and mainline service valves.  
  
Sewer System– the Town is in the process 
of working with its engineers through 
FEMA to take corrective action on damage 
to our main sewer trunk line, which oc-
curred during Hurricane Sandy. This will 
allow the Town to move the current line 
now more than 80 years old to reduce I&I 
and further future impacts from severe wet 
weather events.  
. Disposal of cooking grease in the 
drain clogs the system causing backups in 
the lines. Flushing floss and wipes binds 
the grinder pumps. These issues are expen-
sive to address.  
  
Street Maintenance– In order to assist in 
preserving streets, the Town encourages 
being notified of potholes, storm drain de-
bris, damaged utility caps, or other issues 
that may arise from general street wear. 
 The Town would also encourage 
residents to remove vegetation from the 
seams of curbing along the street, and no-
tify the Town of growth and debris build up 
at storm drains. The limits the ability for 
water to pool and penetrate soils below the 
asphalt causing  future pavement damage. 
 With winter freeze and thaw the 
Town is prepared to address potholes aris-
ing over winter as weather conditions per-
mit. .

Solid Waste & Recycling 

 
Solarize Frederick County Program – 
The Town is participating in a County pro-
gram that offers discounts and incentives to 
homeowners interested in installing solar 
PV electric and solar hot water heating 
systems. Costs will decrease as the number 
of county and town homeowners participat-
ing increases.  The Town will host infor-
mational sessions in May and June. Con-

Bulk Trash collection– is scheduled for 
April 19 with another date to be deter-
mined in October. Limit 2 items per house-
hold. Mattresses and box springs prohib-
ited. For other refuse removal and collec-
tion related issues, contact the hauler di-
rectly at 301-668-8282. 
 
Yard Waste– collection for 2013 will be-
gin the first week of April The following 
rules apply: 
• Brown biodegradable bags (no cans) 
• Debris free of any household waste  
• Bundled sticks max of 3’ in length 
• Branches max of 3” in diameter 
• For in Town residential collection only 
 
 Larger yard waste can be disposed 
of at Reichs Ford Road Landfill. As a cour-
tesy please do not place items at the curb 
early during rain events. NOTE: Pickup 
that falls on holidays will be moved to 
the next scheduled pick up week. 
  
Curbside Recycling Program– is manda-
tory for all town residents eligible for 
County recycling totes. The County also 
accepts recyclables at reduced cost from 
dumpsters offered by haulers to interested 
businesses. Information is available from 
the County at 301-600-7405 and on the 
Town and County websites.
