September 9, 2014
Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
7:00 PM
A special meeting was held to introduce items #4 and #7 of the regular meeting agenda.

Public Hearing
The annexation Resolution 2014-03 Baptist Church and Annexation Resolution 2014-04 Rutledge was read and discussed.  There were no comments from the public.
Call to close the Public Hearing was made by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.

Regular Meeting

The Mayor and Council regular meeting was opened by Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle, along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Etheridge, William Bottoms, and Melissa Murphy. Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. and Mark Flynn arrived later on during the meeting.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
Motion was made to accept the August 12, 2014 minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried. 5-0.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle.  A copy is on file for public review.
Mayor Creadick asked about the CD’s.   Can they all be put into?  Right now they all mature at different times. 

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy Report of the Town.  A copy is on file for public review.

MES Water/Sewer Report – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent, however Mayor and Council received a copy of the report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review

Planning and Zoning Report:
Report given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· Approached the Canada Hill/Church Hill residents about annexation into the Town and be put on town sewer connections since they are already on the water line connection.  A meeting will be held in the next two weeks with the residents that are interested in doing this.



Mayor Creadick introduced and welcomed Delegate Kelly Schultz.  He invited her into the conversation of annexation of out of town residents into town, as well as the use of the Bay Restoration Fee (BRF) that is available to municipalities at this time.  Mayor Creadick gave Delegate Schultz an overview of what the town would like to do after they have spoken to the residents in September.  Delegate Schultz talked about the “flush tax” and the burden with a septic system.  If there is a cost benefit analysis where they would be in 5 years if system fails.  She is fully supportive of the project.  Delegate Schultz stated that the flush tax was created to protect the Chesapeake Bay. Benefit of this fund is a positive move for the town.  Mayor Creadick said that he was looking for no cost to the homeowner as well as to the town.  Delegate Schultz said that she would be happy to help out.  After some lengthy discussion it was discussed that they would waive the tax fees, however you would have to apply to the fund by 2016 with a 12 month window.  Delegate Schultz would like to do a research on the funds that is available.  It was suggested to bring someone in that is a representative of the program to see the area that would be involved. 

Town Manager Report:
Report given by Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire.
· Television of line behind Grossnickle Insurance Company for a sink that accrued at 413 Main Street.  It is believed to be an old cistern.  Other lines are good. This will be the property owners’ responsibility to get it taken care of.  At this time it is coned off.  Kristin has had communication with the Health Department and the homeowner.
· Televised the 30 inch pipe behind I70 where the tunnel goes.  Took old sewer line out and put new sewer line in.  There is a sag in 50% of the pipe. Where connected into old manhole it is leaking.  DTI put their pipes under three (3) feet of our water line.  DTI wants the tape to see.  We have not inspected the work that was done.  They felt that the work was done, so we were told.  They are aware there is an issue for Staff was onsite.
· Received MES tower report and there was no issues.
· Date of annual legislative dinner will be held at the Walkersville Community Hall.
· Kristin met with Ms. Doub.  SHA sidewalk – clearly there is an issue with the road water getting into her basement.  SHA desire is to correct it.  Kristin showed on the scene the area of the road that is affected.

Park and Recreation Committee Report:
Report was given by Mark Flynn.
· Volunteer banquet, September 21, 2014 at 4PM, Catoctin Fish and Game Club.
· October 18 – Harvest Fest.  10AM at Doub’s Park.  They are in need of donation of old clothes for scare crows.
· September 6, Lion Club breakfast.  They had a huge crowd.
· September 20 will be the Fire Company Breakfast.
· Parks and Rec meets the last Thursday of each month at the Town Hall at 7PM.

Public Relations:
Report was given by Mayor Wayne Creadick
· Mayor Creadick thanks Brandon Boldyga for all of his hard work on updating the website and taking care of the maintenance as well as putting the minutes and agendas up.
· Talked about paying bills online.  Need to look into to see what we need to do to get that accomplished.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street & Walnut Street - Kristin showed on the screen Main Street and Walnut Street and what work will and will not be done at this time.  He also talked about the work that will be done at the intersection of Main Street and Church Hill Road.

Annexation Resolution 2014-03 and 2014-04 – Both Resolutions were reviewed.
A motion to approve Annexation Resolution 2014-03 was made by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 5-0

A motion to approve Annexation Resolution 2014-04 was made by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 5-0

RER Solar PPA and Site Lease Ordinance - Both of these ordinances have been reviewed by Town Attorney, John Clapp.  The PPA is an agreement.  The background summary and corrections has already been sent to the Mayor and Council.  Kristin reviewed site cleaning A mass grade permit is needed.    Upfront pock cost is .086 which is locked in until November with the coop.  This will continue to rise at the escalator for twenty-five (25) years.  Effort to conduct energy usage in a progressive matter.  We are taking risks.  Energy market will be heading into the unknown during the twenty-five (25) year time frame.  Kristin talked about what accounts it will cover (ex:  Waste water treatment plant, water plant).  PPA site prep 5,000 to access, 1.92 acres with total approved $10-$15k with $7,500.00 estimated cost to clear area.

Questions were asked where the money is coming from.  Kristin went over the CIP budget to see where monies will come from.  It was suggested that we submit application for New Community for Energy Grant.  Mayor Creadick commented that it doesn’t seem like there isn’t enough there to do project at this time.  Councilmember Mark Etheridge asked for more information on funding sources for we want to be sure that we can pay for it.

A motion was made to table the approval until information on funding is gathered before we sign by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0

New Business:
Water Meter Pilot Program – Move to next meeting – not enough information at this time.

Freedom of Information Act Policy – This was discussed at the workshop and it will go back to John Clapp.

Solar Power Tax Exemption – This was introduced at a Special Meeting on September 3, 2014.  Kristin Aleshire went over the ordinance.  Discussion was held along with several questions.  Proposed revisions are needed at this time.
A motion was made that we approve the ordinance upon the opposed changes to the contiguous clause made by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 5-0

Municipal Boundary Update Resolutions 2014-5, 6 & 7 – Introductions of Resolution 2014-05, 2014-06 and 2014-07.  Brandon Boldyga, Town Planner gave an overview of the Resolutions.

Kristin Aleshire read Resolution 2014-05.
A motion was made to introduce Resolution 2014-05 by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0
Kristin read Resolution 2014-06.
A motion was made to introduce Resolution 2014-06 by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Kristin read Resolution 2014-07.
A motion was made to introduce Resolution 2014-07 by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge. Motion carried 5-0.


Mayor Creadick gave Delegate Kelly Schultz time to share her thoughts.  She suggested to Brandon about getting an intern to help out with certain items.  She thanked Deputy for Narcan for she is currently working on a Parent Prevention plan.  She talked about the parking situation that was going on at the Park and Ride.  That within a short time and a couple of phone calls the situation was straightened out.  She stated her respect to all that the Mayor and Council do.

Correspondence:
MDE DTI Site Inspection Reports – One was done in July and another one in August.  MDE staff was not taken to site in July.  Kristin Aleshire sent pictures and she advised she didn’t see it.

MD DNR Pavilion POS Funding Award –Received $11,000.00 for reimbursement.

MDE 2014 Capacity Assessment Survey – Completed survey.

Maryland Underground Facilities Damage Prevention Authority – Waiting for response from John Clapp.  A letter was sent to file the formal complaint.

Public Comment:
Town Resident and MCRC Member, Ted Cady was present to discuss DTI issues.  He talked about air monitoring.  He stated that all costs should be paid for by DTI.  MCRC has spoken with Professor McCauley and he will provide to the town 5-7 monitors for free.  He asked the town to give space to them at the Wastewater Treatment plant to put a monitor there.  He was not sure of the size and dimensions.  They are looking at the farmer’s field on Mt. Tabor Rd, golf course and offices at Ventrie Court.  He also talked about pipeline regulations.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was given by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.
